The City of Edmonton may require an applicant to prepare a detailed Neighbourhood Designs Report setting out, among other things, the precise size, location and configuration of the stormwater management facilities as a pre-requirement of support for any zoning, subdivision or development approval. The Planning and Development Department and Drainage Services shall, in consultation with all affected landowners, review the Neighbourhood Designs Report and approve the final size, location and configuration of the stormwater management facilities.

Notwithstanding, in their decision making, all approving authorities are hereby directed to have regard to and consideration for the provisions of that certain Stormwater Management Facility Agreement made as of the 2nd day of May 2003, amongst Bucci Investment Corporation, Staburn 137 Avenue Holdings Ltd. and Skyview Alberta JV Ltd. and The Western Canadian District of the Christian and Missionary Alliance, a copy of which has been filed with the City Clerk on the passing of this Bylaw.

2. That Schedule “C” of Bylaws 13351 and 13352 be amended to include the following paragraph:

The berm separating the development in Hudson from the commercial development to the south be designed with one or more openings for pedestrians.
