The city managed to correct this problem through the introduction of a Smart Card payment system. 

My questions to Administration are as follows:

1. What would make us think that our percentage of non-paying customers is any less on our LRT system, particularly in light of the fact that we have a fare free zone downtown that makes ticket monitoring and enforcement difficult at the best of times?

2. What could we do to ensure that more patrons pay their way?

3. Would it be possible to copy Montreal’s Smart Card program?  Are there other alternatives available?

I’d appreciate it if the department could respond in a report to Council via the Transportation and Public Works Committee.”
