To close a portion of road right-of-way located north of 104 Avenue at approximately 103 Street.  This portion of road right-of-way is an undeveloped walkway that was intended to provide access to Lot 3MR, Block 9E, Plan 972 4372.  Once closed, the closure area will be consolidated with the adjacent properties (Lot 2, Block 9E, Plan 972 4372 and Block RLY, Plan 862 2223) as part of the proposed relocation and expansion of the Baccarat Casino.

PURPOSE

To facilitate a proposed relocation and expansion of the Baccarat Casino.  The DC2 Provision would provide specific development regulations for the proposed new casino operation.  The casino building is proposed on an east-west alignment, with the front of the building facing, and set back from, 104 Avenue.  This reflects a revised proposal from the DC2 Provision that was considered by City Council in October and November 2003.  The DC1 Provision would provide specific development regulations for a range of commercial uses with some opportunity for residential uses, with design regulations recognizing the site’s prominent location in the downtown.  The DC1 Provision is effectively unchanged from City Council’s previous consideration in 2003.

A detailed Landscaping plan for this area shall be reviewed and accepted by the Community Services, Planning and Development and Transportation and Streets Departments prior to issuance of any Development Permit for the Site to ensure that the Light Rail Transit easement provides a high level of accessibility and interest. The landscaping plan shall incorporate design principles contained in the Capital City Downtown Plan and the Downtown Edmonton Design Guidelines Manual and shall include details of exterior lighting, and sizes and species of new planting for the landscaped area.

II. That Bylaw 13608 be amended by:

1. deleting the site plan attached as Appendix I and replacing it with a new site plan labelled "Appendix I.1."

2. adding the following after section 4 (r) of Schedule B, page 8/13:

(s)
An area of not less than 2,750 square metres located north of 104 Avenue and south of the building shall be landscaped. The landscaped area shall be in general conformance with Appendix III of this Bylaw. A detailed landscaping plan for this area shall be reviewed and accepted by the Community Services and Planning and Development Departments prior to issuance of any Development Permit for the Site to ensure that the area provides a high level of accessibility and interest. The Landscape plan shall incorporate design principles contained in the Capital City Downtown Plan and the Downtown Edmonton Design Guidelines Manual and shall include details of exterior lighting, street furniture elements, pedestrian seating areas, and sizes and species of new planting for the landscaped area.

(a) Moving south along 101 Street from 105 Avenue, the intensity of development shall be scaled up to the corner of 104 Avenue and 101 Street.

(b) Moving east along 104 Avenue, the intensity of development shall be scaled up to the corner of 101 Street and 104 Avenue.

(c) The architectural treatment of the building at the corner of 
101 Street and 104 Avenue shall address both 101 Street and 104 Avenue and be consistent with the goals and objectives of the Downtown Design Guidelines Manual and the Downtown Gateway Program.

(d) At the north property line of the Site, the development shall be consistent and compatible in massing and scale with the development north of 105 Avenue.

(e) At the west property line of the Site, the development shall be consistent and compatible in massing and scale with the buildings to the west.

(f) An Outdoor Amenity Area accessible to the public at all times shall be provided at the northwest corner of 101 Street and 
104 Avenue, consistent with the goals and objectives of the Downtown Design Guidelines Manual and the Downtown Gateway Program.

(g) An Outdoor Amenity Area accessible to the public at all times shall be provided at the southwest corner of 101 Street and 
105 Avenue, consistent with the goals and objectives of the Downtown Design Guidelines Manual and the Downtown Gateway Program and designed to complement the pedestrian environment on 105 Avenue.

2. Section 4 (d) be amended by adding the following:

The minimum building Height shall be 4 storeys.

3.
Section 4 (g) be deleted and replaced with the following:

The building Setback along 101 Street shall be 2.0 m.
