Pigeon Bylaw (L. Langley)  

	“Acting in response to a constituent complaint regarding pigeons, our office discovered that it is possible to roost as many as 75 pigeons with a $10 licence fee.  

There are currently 35 such licences in the City of Edmonton.

According to the pigeon bylaw, the City Manager has the final say in terms of location, size, construction, ventilation, cleanliness and related elements regarding an acceptable loft or aviary to house these birds.

The bylaw states that pigeons are not allowed to be outside the loft or aviary for any purpose other than supervised exercise or when returning from supervised race or training flight.

Pigeons are not allowed to be in a flock of more than 20 birds at one time on any Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday between 10 a.m. and 11 p.m. or any day in May, June, July, August or September between 10 a.m. and 
4 p.m.  

We have also learned that a very real concern is the risk to human health presented by pigeons.

More than 60 transmittable diseases are associated with pigeons, starlings and sparrows.  Among those diseases is Histoplasmosis, a respiratory disease that could be fatal.  Cryptococcosis is another that may affect the nervous system.

The risk of getting disease from a bird is typically high in those with chronic diseases, the very young, the elderly, those infected with HIV, organ transplants and those in chemotherapy.

In light of the constituent’s concern and the risks involved, I would ask these questions:
1. Is this a practical bylaw?
2. Is it necessary to have a pigeon bylaw?
3. How is the bylaw enforced?
4. Is there any record of the number of citizens who may have been infected with disease because of pigeons?
5. Should the allowable number of birds be reduced to half or one-third the current number?
6. What other communities in Alberta have such a bylaw?
7. Is a review of the bylaw in order?
I would be pleased if there could be a response at the next Council meeting September 14, 2004.”
