	“I have received a number of complaints from citizens that the City’s regulation of industrial, commercial, rooming, lodging and boarding houses within areas zoned for single family residences is inadequate. Some examples are single family homes being turned into multi-unit rental accommodations without the need for a business licence or notification of neighbours; car repairs, paint shops and garden supply storage occurring in residential neighbourhoods.

I would like a report from Administration which would review and provide recommendations for change to the appropriate City Bylaws and Regulations. The recommendations should include:

· Notice provisions to residents regarding new businesses

· Regulations to lessen the impact on surrounding property owners

· Ongoing performance requirements that allow the City to monitor businesses, approved

· Increased and quicker enforcement capabilities regarding violations of the Zoning and Business Licencing Bylaws

· Coordinated approach between the Zoning and Business Licensing Bylaws

Regulation of Non-Domesticated Animals Used in Circuses and Fairs (A. Bolstad).

	“This inquiry pertains to the treatment of wild animals in travelling shows. Specifically, I am referring to non-domesticated animals, which are used in circuses or fairs. This would not include animals in facilities accredited by the Canadian Association of Zoos and Aquaria (CAZA), such as Edmonton’s Valley Zoo or West Edmonton Mall.

With respect to wild animals showcased in circuses or fairs, I would appreciate the following information:

1. Is it within the City’s jurisdiction to prohibit travelling exhibits or events which showcase wild animals in Edmonton? If not, are there other means at our disposal whereby we could ensure these animals are treated humanely, as defined in the Criminal Code of Canada?

2. Have other Canadian municipalities, such as Winnipeg or Vancouver, passed bylaws of this nature? Would it be possible for us to take a similar approach here?

3. What policies do animal protection organizations, such as the Edmonton SPCA, the Alberta SPCA or the Canadian  Federation of Humane Societies (CFHS) have regarding performing animals?

4. Are there other organizations that should be contacted relative to this matter? If so, who might they be?

5. Does the City have any concerns about public safety, including the transmission of disease such as tuberculosis?

6. What steps would Administration suggest we follow if we were to consider the establishment of a bylaw prohibiting travelling exhibits or events which showcase wild animals? In particular, how might we encourage public input?

7. Are there any other issues Administration would like to raise with respect to this matter?”
