That Community Services Committee recommend to City Council:

1.
a)
That Administration be directed to develop an Integrated Pest Management Policy (IPM)* to reduce or eliminate the City’s use of pesticides as outlined below:

(i) Use of enhanced horticultural methods with an emphasis on areas where children play (e.g. school yards, sports fields, playgrounds);

(ii) Selected, last resort use of the least toxic products registered by Health Canada;

(iii) Review existing weed thresholds (as outlined in the approved 1997 Broadleaf Weed Control Report);

(iv) Review existing pesticide buffer zones policy;

(v) Maintain and enhance current pesticide exemption programs; and

(vi) Work toward elimination of pesticides where possible, by increased plant health care intervention.

* IPM Definition:

A multi-disciplinary, ecological approach to the management of plant health problems based first on good horticultural practices and when needed, a control (biological, cultural or mechanical intervention), saving registered pesticide application as a last resort.

This policy to return to the Community Services Committee in February 2004.

2.
That Administration be directed to prepare an implementation strategy based on Section 1 of the Pesticide Advisory Committee Final Report, as outlined in Attachment 1 of the May 12, 2003, Community Services Department report, including costing, for consideration by Community Services Committee in February 2004.  The social marketing framework for public education will target residential homeowners, schools, consumers at point-of-purchase and the media encouraging an integrated pest management approach.  Key elements in the social marketing approach will include:

· identifying the purposes to be reinforced with each audience;

· developing priority key messages;

· identifying priority locations;

· developing a variety of methods to reach the intended audience; and 

· monitoring or measuring the effectiveness of the campaign.
