	“Edmonton has experienced significant residential growth in the past few years, a theme which is likely to continue for the foreseeable future.  Construction costs have risen dramatically, keeping wooden low-rise apartment and condo buildings a favourite choice of contractors and developers.

Recently the Emergency Response Department has been involved in fighting a number of major blazes.  Could the Planning and Development Department, with input from our Emergency Response Department and the Safe Housing Committee of Community Services Department, please provide the following information:

1. Are today’s building products appropriately considered in the requirements of the Alberta Building Code (the Code)?

2. Are fire suppression products adequately required in today’s building standards?

3. What specific requirements in the Code deal with fire control and the protection of residents from the dangers of fire?  

4. Are the Code requirements adequate in the light of recent fires and the significant concerns our Emergency Response Department has about wooden low-rise apartments and other multi-family buildings?

I realize that the Code was created by the Province and that municipalities are required only to enforce the Code.  However, I would like to ask our Planning and Development Department for their professional answers to the previous questions.”
