Response to Media Statements (R. Hayter)

On behalf of the Community Services Committee, Councillor R. Hayter made the following statement:

“As Chairman of this Committee, I want to respond to certain statements that have been made by the media in relation to this Committee’s handling of a recent single source recommendation presented by the civic Administration on behalf of the Edmonton Police Service.

No concerns were flagged by Administration, who noted that it represented an extension of a current contract.  During this term Council has dealt with a number of similar recommendations.

It is important to remember the unique relationship that exists between the Edmonton Police Service and City Council.  Once the budget is passed, the responsibility for overseeing the spending of that budget rests with the Police Commission.

During this Council term I have questioned the loosey-goosey spending habits of the Edmonton Police Service.  For instance, the Chief had the authority, as I recall, to move $750,000 around in the budget without the approval of the Commission.  I demanded that the Police Commission provide greater oversight.

The current Commission has done that, implementing policies and practices to make the Police Service accountable to the Commission in fiscal matters.

In this case, I assumed that the recommendation had been reviewed by the Police Commission.  We now know it was not and represented an “end run” around the Commission.  That action, in my opinion, was reprehensible.

As Committee Chairman I accept my responsibility for not asking the big question – ‘Has this matter be reviewed by, and is it recommended by, the Commission?’  It is a question that must be asked, and it wasn’t.”
