	“In the 2004 provincial budget the Province has provided province-wide funding of $13 million to begin the transition of ambulance services from municipalities to health regions.  Our Administration is meeting with the Province and other stakeholders to determine issues of governance, funding and potential transfer of staff and infrastructure such as buildings and ambulances.

Can Administration provide the following information:

1. What portion of the $13 million will be allocated to actual service delivery?

2. If the Province provides a per capita of $15.97 to maintain the current operation, will this cover our actual cost to operate the service?

3. What is the total investment in dollars the City has put in the Emergency Medical Services (EMS), i.e. infrastructure costs in the previous 20 years?

4. If we transfer the EMS to the Capital Health Authority, what would happen to our dispatch centre, and who would dispatch EMS?

5. Would our Emergency Response Department still respond to medical events if the service is completely transferred to the Capital Health Authority?

6. If the City were to maintain the services who would pay for any new resources and/or new stations?

7. What would be the cost savings to the City if the EMS is transferred to and operated by the Capital Health Authority?

8. Will it be a City Council decision to retain the delivery of ambulance services?  If yes, when would it be appropriate for City Council to make this decision?

9. Is CUPE Local 3197, or any other group representing the Ambulance Workers, part of these discussions?”
