DECISION BY THE COMMUNITY SERVICES COMMITTEE ON MAPLE GROCERY – TOBACCO DEALER LICENCE SUSPENSION APPEAL.

Councillor L. Langley stated the following:

In dealing with this appeal, the Community Services Committee heard an Appeal filed by Maple Grocery, Mr. De Lee 12409-107 Avenue.  The Committee heard from the Appellant and also heard evidence from Mr. Phil Fearon from the City Administration and Mr. Peter Thirnbeck from Health Canada.  From the information the Committee heard, the Appellant was charged and found guilty under the Tobacco Act of selling to minors.  This was then reviewed by the City Administration under the Licence Bylaw and under the provisions of the Licence Bylaw, the Licence Inspector recommends that the licence for selling tobacco be suspended for a three-month period.  

Based on what was heard, the Committee hereby orders that the Licence Inspector’s decision to suspend the Tobacco Dealer Licence be confirmed.

The Committee based its decision on the guilty plea in court that cigarettes were sold to minors, and that similar penalties have been levied in similar situations in the City where this type of Appeal has come before this Committee.
