	"The City of Edmonton grants hundred thousands of taxpayer dollars to various not-for-profit organizations every year.  There appears to be increasing incidents of thefts and frauds in these groups without any obvious consequences as is evidenced in the fact that a theft of funds from Lauderdale Community League more than two years ago is still to be dealt with by the Courts.

My questions are as follows:

1. If police do not track how many frauds are committed on not-for-profits, who does?

2. If not-for-profits lack internal controls, what assistance does the City provide to its recipients of grant dollars in developing policies to address the issues of theft and fraud?

3. Could the City make its grants conditional on preventative measures being demonstrated, such as participating in fraud seminar meetings, that would more adequately protect the investment of taxpayers dollars?

4. Since many organizations, such as community leagues, rely on volunteers who may not have the time or expertise to handle sums of money that are often more than some small businesses manage, is there any value in suggesting contracting out the receipt and disbursement of funds to professional money handlers who would act as the treasurers of the organizations?
