	"In the fall of 1999, City Council approved the standard Community League License Agreement ("License Agreement").  The License Agreement, to be executed by individual community leagues and the Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues (EFCL"), is to take the place of the present lease arrangement which is an over-hold position.

It is my understanding that the License Agreement was approved by a majority vote at the EFCL general meeting on September 13, 1999.

Further, it is my understanding that a number of community leagues have not executed the License Agreement.  As well, City Council received a letter dated April 11, 2000, from a number of community leagues enclosing a revised license agreement.

I would be obliged if the Community Services Department ("Department") would answer the following questions:

12. How many community leagues have executed the License Agreement?

13. How many community leagues have not executed the License Agreement and why?

14. Does the Department have any concerns with the length of time it has taken to execute the License Agreement?

15. Has the Department reviewed the revised license agreement which was provided to City Council by letter dated April 11, 2000?

16. If the answer to question #4 is "yes", then I would ask the Department to provide the Community Services Committee ("Committee") with its thoughts and comments relating to the revised license agreement.

17. If the answer to question #4 is "no", what direction does the Department need from the Committee and/or City Council to resolve this outstanding issue?

Councillor R. Noce stated the following:

In dealing with this Appeal, the Community Services Committee heard from Mr. Geoff Crowe, solicitor for the appellant, Mr. Noor Chaudhry,  Mr. Dave Werlin, Chair of the Edmonton Taxi Cab Commision, and Mr. Phil Fearon, Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw).  Based on what the Committee has heard, it is the Committee's decision to confirm the decision of the Edmonton Taxi Cab Commission denying the issuance of a taxi license to Mr. Noor Chaudhry based upon his application for Yellow Cab No. 617.  The Committee makes its decision based on the following reasons:

1. Mr. Chaudhry did not have a taxi license issued in his name prior to his vehicle accident in 1994.

2. Mr. Chaudhry did not make application in December 1995 for a taxi license to be approved for him regarding the operation of Yellow Cab No. 617.

3. The 1994 City Taxi License No. 0961, which Mr. Chaudhry had on Cab No. 617 was issued in an application to a third party in 1995 for a taxi license on Cab No. 288.  That taxi license was issued on January 25, 1996.

4. The Taxi Bylaw specifies the only way new taxi licenses will be issued is through a draw to be requested after the Taxi Commission determines there is not an adequate number of taxis on the street to meet the public demand.

5. There is no evidence before the Committee to suggest that the procedures under the Taxi Cab Bylaw were not complied with or satisfied.  In fact, the solicitor for the appellant concedes that the procedures were complied with and satisfied.

6. Whether or not the Taxi Cab Bylaw violates the Charter of Rights and Freedoms is not relevant and applicable to the Appeal before us.  It may be that Mr. Chaudhry can advance the argument in another forum.
