“This inquiry has to do with recent reports that City ambulances are being turned away from Edmonton Hospitals due to a shortage of beds.

I would appreciate a report from the Emergency Response Department which outlines the impact bed shortages are having on our ambulance service.  Specifically, I would like some indication of the number of times our ambulances have been turned away in recent months and the cost this has on the service in terms of manpower and equipment.  I would also like to know if ambulance personnel are forced to wait at the hospital for inordinate periods of time for a bed to become available and what impact this is having on our service.

Finally, I would appreciate any suggestions the service might have relative to appeals the City might make to the Capital Health Authority and/or the Provincial Government to alleviate some of the stress placed on Edmonton’s ambulance service.”�Emergency Response

2.	What is the incidence of adults gaining access to City ice earlier in the evening, before children’s programs?  Where and how is it occurring?  What is the City Policy in this regard?  What steps are being taken to ensure that children are offered ice at appropriate times of day?

3.	What is the incidence of for-profit groups using City-subsidized ice?  Why do for-profit groups have access to subsidized ice in the same manner as not-for-profit groups, such as community leagues? What is the Department’s policy in this regard?

I would like the response to this inquiry at the first meeting in April.  Please do not respond that the policies are under review and we must wait until the policies are finalized.  Finally, Mr. City Manager, I would like you to ensure that these questions are answered and that I do not receive the generalized, non-specific responses that we have been seeing recently and are going to see in Council next week.”�Community Svcs.
