	“We have been trying for years to get greater recognition as an order of government from the Province of Alberta, and I draw the Committee’s attention to the Bill which was introduced in the B.C. Legislature and passed – Bill 12, the Community Charter Council Act, which states that the Province of British Columbia believes that municipalities should have greater autonomy and that they should have a wide range of tools to reduce reliance on property tax revenues.

It also says that provincial government should not reduce its costs by transferring responsibilities to municipalities.  The Bill stipulates that the council report must be based on eleven principles and they include: recognizing municipalities as an order of government; providing municipal governments with adequate powers and discretion to address existing and future community needs; and acknowledging that they must have the ability to draw on adequate financial resources to support community needs.

I would like the Intergovernmental Manager to prepare a full assessment of this legislation , its political impact on municipal government in British Columbia and how similar legislation in Alberta would benefit municipalities and especially the City of Edmonton.”
