Alberta Advantage (S. Mandel).

	“Over the past few years, Edmonton has been a part of the Alberta Advantage and has created what I would like to think is an Edmonton Advantage.  However, I am concerned that the Advantage is being eroded as a result of the higher commercial and business tax levy that is applied to our business community when compared to the other communities within the Capital Region.  To clarify this issue I would ask the Administration to do a comparison of Edmonton’s tax levies to that of our main Capital Neighbours that I would define as (1) Strathcona County;  (2) Leduc including Nisku; (3) Fort Saskatchewan; (4) Spruce Grove; and (5) St. Albert.

I would like the comparison to include municipal taxes including but not limited to business taxes, property tax, and machinery tax.  For easier comparison the results should be given both in terms of gross charges as well as per sq. ft or sq. metre in the following categories:

1. Large Retail Food Outlet.

2. Industrial Building 2,500 sq. ft., 5,000 sq. ft., 20,000 sq. ft., and 50,000 sq. ft.

3. Shopping Centre using Kingsway Garden Mall, Londonderry Mall and Southgate for Edmonton and finding similar facilities in the other major areas.

4. Neighbourhood shopping centre.

5. Downtown and Suburban Office space 1,000 sq. ft., 2,500 sq. ft., 5,000 sq. ft., 10,000 sq. ft up to 3 stories.

6. Suburban commercial 2,500 sq. ft., 5,000 sq. ft, and 20,000 sq. ft.

7. Auto dealership.
