Proposed Casino Licence for the Enoch Cree Nation (K. Leibovici).

	“I have received a number of inquiries from the Lewis Estate Community League and residents of Ward 1 regarding a casino licence that may be granted to the Enoch Cree Nation by the Provincial Government.  The location of the proposed development is the SW corner of 215 Street and 79 Avenue.  A major casino, hotel, commercial development in close proximity to the City of Edmonton may impact our transportation, sewer and water systems, community league casino revenues, and the Lewis Estates and the Grange communities.  As well casinos, hotels and commercial developments within the City of Edmonton may be adversely economically impacted. 

I am requesting a report co-ordinated by the Office of the City Manager from the Transportation and Streets, Planning and Development, Asset Management and Public Works, Community Services and Emergency Response Departments, as well as EPCOR.  The report should include the following:

1. What is the status of the discussions with the Enoch Cree Nation and Paragon regarding the proposal of the Enoch Casino; what issues have been identified by the Departments and what are the solutions for addressing these concerns?

2. An outline of the City’s current timeline, technical standards and costs for upgrading and maintenance of 79 Avenue from 199 Street to 207 Street and 215 Street as well as Winterburn Road from 100 Avenue to 79 Avenue.

3. The current usage of the above mentioned roads as well as the impact of the proposed development at Enoch?

4. The proposed linkages to our sewage lines; the impact on our sewage system and what are the short term and long term costs of those linkages?

5. Information regarding who would be the signatory on any agreement made regarding this development.  Would it be the Enoch Cree Nation, Paragon or the Federal Government?

6. In consultation with EDE and the Federation of Community Leagues, information regarding the economic impact of this proposed development on existing commercial properties, casinos and community groups within the City of Edmonton.

7. In consultation with Edmonton Police Services, issues or concerns regarding the potential need for increased policing.

I am requesting that this report be brought back to Executive Committee in 4 weeks.”
