4. How does St. Albert handle this situation?  Could we not take that approach?

5. At what point can the police rule that adult material is obscene or offensive?   Does federal law affect the situation we are dealing with at all?

Does a municipality have the right to restrict access to sexually explicit material by regulation of signage as identified by Attachment 1, Regulation 2?   Explain how this is different from minors being allowed to enter alcohol sales establishments with a parent.

Explain Regulation 3 further in regards to site boundaries versus edges of structures. Is this different than other classes and why would this be appropriate? Do we ever measure from the edge of a business or edge of a building versus edge of the site boundary?

8.
Would a 50m-distance requirement from residential properties have averted the Forest Heights approval?

9.
Would a distance limitation of 50m from residential zones and no reference to discretionary use class such as CB1, CB2 and CSC be less discriminatory and more reasonable for a municipality to put in place?

10.
Does the  provincial “Working Alone” legislation significantly impact the use of screening of windows and entrance ways as intended to restrict views into the inside of the store?
