DISTURBANCES FROM LATE NIGHT CLUBS (B. SMITH)
COUNCILLORS’ QUESTIONS

Councillor M. Phair:

1.
Are there legal concerns about closing all night dance clubs at 3 a.m.? Would such a regulation apply to the entire City? Because these businesses specifically operate 'all night' would this prohibit this kind of business anywhere in the City?

2.
What implications would such a regulation have on the other non-alcohol serving businesses that are open all night (doughnut shops, convenience stores, etc.)?

3. If a 3 a.m. prohibition were put on all night clubs, could these establishments become 'private clubs'? If they became private clubs, would such regulations apply to them?

4. As all night clubs may have 20 or 30 year olds attending, can you provide any  other examples of the City prohibiting adults attending or taking part?

5. Can the City provide data on the numbers of people attending and leaving these clubs when they close? What data do we have on vandalism, graffiti, loitering and the like in the downtown? How much of this can be traced to patrons coming from all night dance clubs?

Does the City have information on similar situations and solutions from other major cities, particularly in Canada?
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
