ITEM E.5.a. C 

COLLECTION OF MOTOR VEHCILE INCIDENT RESPONSE FEE 
COUNCILLORS’ QUESTIONS

Councillor L. Langley:

1. What constitutes a dangerous goods spill?

2. That the then Fire Department should seek to recover by way of fees, more of the cost of the services it provided, goes back to 1989, why was it that a concerted effort to recover some of those costs did not occur until July of 2002?

3. Can you explain why no schedule of fees was developed until 1995, if reviews were conducted more than once since 1989?

4. Dangerous goods mishaps can range from a tanker truck rupture in an accident or a rail car spill in a derailment to a leaking gas tank or radiator of a vehicle with literally a few fluid ounces of “spill.” Why was there not a graduated scale of fees developed rather than a straight $588.00 regardless of the size of the problem?

5. Is it a requirement that you bill for dangerous goods or is it that you have the authority to do it?

6. $750,000 was in the budget debated in 2002 for 2003. What was your budget for 2002?

7. At the earlier Community Services Committee debate on this issue, Mr. Kloster stated that billing began in the mid 90’s to 1998. The practice of invoicing was stopped but began again in 2002. Why?

8. Can it be said that ERD Management “dropped the ball” on this issue?

9. The Fire Chief agreed that some sort of review was needed as the service was billing for minor spills the same as it was for major spills. Was any review ever begun?

10. On tape#3 from the 2001 Budget sessions to determine 2002 Budgets,
Mr. Trachenko commented that it would be a dis-service to give 700 thousand “on the street” – that the service would need it for planning – efficiencies and gains. What was meant by this?

11. In a newspaper report – The Sun October 22nd – Mr. Kloster was quoted as saying “Under the (proposed) new (fee) schedule, for a pumper responding to a car accident – even if there is no fluids down – a bill will be incurred.” How then can we levy a fee for dangerous goods clean up in such cases?
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
