Green Municipal Funds: Gasification Facility and Street Sand Recycling Projects (K. Leibovici)
The City of Edmonton recently received Green Municipal Fund grants totalling $700,000.  The grants will help advance technology for the gasification of Edmonton’s municipal solid waste and provide Edmonton the opportunity to extend its ten-year street sand recycling pilot project to research ways to extract salt from the water that is used to wash recovered street sand.
The $550 million Fund is the creation of the Federation of Canadian Municipalities.  It supports partnerships and leverages public and private sector funding to reach higher standards of air, water and soil quality, and climate protection.  Green Municipal Fund projects are cutting greenhouse gas emissions by more than 480 tonnes of nitrogen and sulphur oxides and 1.6 million tonnes of carbon dioxide equivalents.

On behalf of City Council, and representing Federation of Canadian Municipalities, Councillor K. Leibovici thanked Rahim Jaffer, MP, Edmonton-Strathcona, representing Natural Resources Minister 
Gary Lunn, for the federal government’s continued support of the Green Municipal Fund.
