Unions and Associations support the City of Edmonton employees and are committed to ensuring that this Corporation remains a great place to work and this city remains a terrific place to call home.  They do this by supporting a number of worthwhile charities. The Edmonton Civic Employees Charitable Assistance Fund donates to various charities and organizations and the Civic Service Union 52’s Benevolent Society also provides bursaries to eligible dependents and assists members in financial need. The members and the Community Support Committee have participated in preparing dinner for the Mustard Seed Church, and have helped prepare sandwiches for the Marian Centre and the Boyle Street Community Centre.

· help build understanding of city spending needs and sources of revenue and the gaps in between – and to gauge citizens perceptions of these
· help build understanding of the market value assessment system
· help build understanding of spending priorities and ensure that these are in line with citizen expectations
