As the City of Edmonton’s representative at the Aboriginal Commission on Human Rights and Justice fourth Annual Social Justice Awards ceremony, Council R. Hayter assisted in the presentation of the award to this year’s recipient, Robert P. Lee.  A city barrister and solicitor,  Mr. Lee has focused his practice on helping individuals who are disadvantaged and who normally wouldn’t have access to the civil justice system.
On behalf of City Council, Councillor R. Hayter congratulated Mr. Lee, who has shown such compassion and concern for the Aboriginal children and parents in Alberta.


BOMA Best Certification (D. Iveson)
Councillor D. Iveson was pleased to announce that on March 17, 2009, the Building Owners and Managers Association (BOMA) presented Mayor S. Mandel and Lorna Rosen, General Manager, Asset Management and Public Works Department, with a BOMA Best Level 1 certification for environmentally-friendly renovations and initiatives in City Hall.
