3. What discretion and what authority does Subdivision and Development Appeal Board have to interpret or vary a DC2 when assessing a development permit appeal?

4. What recourse does an affected party have if the permit does not conform to the site plan (and/or elevations if applicable)?

5. What compliance monitoring is conducted by Administration on DC2 builds? 

6. What are the appropriate channels for an affected party to complain if a build does not appear to be proceeding in accordance with the DC2 and/or the development permit, and what obligations does Administration have to assess and address these complaints?

7. What recourse does the City have if in fact a structure is built that does not conform to the site plan (and/or elevations if applicable)?
