Evidence

In dealing with the appeal of an Order to P. S., 11647 - 71 Street NW, Edmonton, the Quasi Judicial Standing Committee considered the following evidence:

1. The Committee heard from P. K. acting on behalf of 
P. S., Appellant. 

2. The Committee considered signatures of 8 neighbours stating that they did not perceive any unsightly condition on the subject property.  There were an additional five signatures with no addresses.

3. The Committee heard from R. Pleckaitis, Respondent.

4. The Committee viewed photos of the subject property taken by Administration on June 5, 2009, and June 29, 2009.
Fact

Based on the evidence presented, the Committee finds the condition of the property to be unsightly and detrimental to the surrounding area.
Reasons
Notwithstanding the testimony and materials provided by P. K. stating that some neighbours had no objection to the condition of the property, nonetheless, Administration did receive a complaint regarding the condition of the property.  The Committee believes the condition of the subject property does interfere with the enjoyment of neighbouring properties and is detrimental to surrounding properties.

Appeal of Order – R. D. N., 10533-79 Avenue NW, Edmonton – Order Issued Pursuant to Section 545(1) of the Municipal Government Act
Evidence

In dealing with the appeal of an Order to R. D. N.,10533 – 79 Avenue NW, Edmonton, the Quasi Judicial Standing Committee considered the following evidence:

1. The Committee heard from D. C., representing R. D. N., Appellant.

2. The Committee heard from R. Pleckaitis, Respondent.

3. The Committee viewed photos of the subject property taken by Administration on July 27, 2006, June 3, 2009, and 
June 29, 2009.
Fact

Based on the evidence presented, the Committee finds that the appellant, R. D. N., is in contravention of the Community Standards Bylaws 14600, for failing to finish the construction project within five years of the date the building permit was issued.
Reasons
The Community Standards Bylaw 14600 requires completion of construction projects within five years of the date of issuance of the building permit.  The building permit was issued in 1996.  

The Committee notes previous time extensions to complete the project have been granted by Administration and that progress in completing the project has been excessively slow.  Numerous commitments to have the project completed have not been met.
Decision

	The Committee varies the order.

Your are therefore ordered to:

Complete exterior construction of the project, including proper finishing by August 15, 2009.

Complete all remaining construction required under permit #000415553-001 by December 31, 2009; or

Demolish the existing structure in accordance with all provincial and municipal legislative requirements by December 31, 2009.
