Appeal of Order – 1186186 Alberta Ltd., 12957 – 117 Street, NW, Edmonton - Order Pursuant to Section 545(1) of the Municipal Government Act.
In dealing with the appeal of an Order to 1186186 Alberta Ltd. 12957 – 117 Street NW, Edmonton, the Community Standards and Licence Appeal Committee considered the following evidence:

1. The Committee heard from Mr. I. Cameron, Solicitor for the Appellant.
2. The Committee reviewed receipts for clean-up of various items on the property dated May 9, 2009, May 22, 2009, June 10, 2009, June 29, 2009, and August 3, 2009.
3. The Committee heard from R. Pleckaitis, Respondent.

4. The Committee viewed photos of the subject property taken by Administration on July 8, 2009, and September 14, 2009.

Fact

Based on the evidence presented, the Committee finds the condition of the property to be unsightly and detrimental to the surrounding area.
The Committee accepts the evidence that the subject property has incurred illegal dumping.  Notwithstanding the source of the materials, it is the responsibility of the property owner to maintain the property in a manner that meets community standards.

The Committee acknowledges that some of these vehicles may be abandoned, and as such, the City has a process to ticket and tow these abandoned vehicles.

Reasons

The condition of the property constitutes a nuisance condition as defined by Community Standards Bylaw 14600. The condition of the subject property interferes with the enjoyment of neighbouring properties and is detrimental to surrounding properties.
