3. How much of our roadway network is presently at the highest level of congested capacity? What will our City look like in ten years from now in terms of congestion on our roadway network? On the most congested areas of our roadway network, how long are people having to wait to clear these locations? Five minutes? Ten minutes? Is this time expected to increase in ten years, and if so, by how much?

4. If it is possible to compare congestion policies, how does Edmonton compare to other cities, such as Calgary, Winnipeg or Portland, Oregon?”
