2. Why is a station here when the optimal distance between LRT stations is one kilometre or more?

3. In my reading about these types of transit stations adjacent to single family residential neighbourhoods, the incidence of crime rises substantially with an easy access and egress from the community (increased break and enters, etc.)

4. I understand the local communities were involved, and actually decided a station was necessary in this location. Were they aware of the Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED) concerns, and how many people involved actually decided the station location?

5. Is there an opportunity to eliminate a station at this location, and what would be the cost savings for station, acquisition of land, etc., and quicker movement of LRT south?”
