Moratorium on Planting of Elm Trees (L. Sloan)

	“This spring, without warning, the City’s Transportation Department issued a notice that placed a moratorium on the planting of elm trees within the Edmonton. A multi-stakeholder committee struck to address the operational and future issues related to planting of trees along roadways has yet to meet. I would like to know the following:

1. What policy or plan of Council permitted the Transportation Department to levy a restriction on the planting of natural infrastructure within city limits?

2. What basic practice research is available regarding elm trees: their economic, environmental, health and aesthetic benefits, as well as new planting techniques to minimize root and root ball impacts to roadways? What research was done relative to these issues before this moratorium was instituted?

3. What consideration was given to the impact this moratorium would have on the appearance and design of subdivisions?  What consideration was given to the fact that this moratorium would result in new subdivisions not having the natural infractructure of communities like Crestwood, Glenora or Oliver?

4. What public consultation was done prior to this moratorium being arbitrarily issued and what notice was given to the development community to not order elms for planting during the 2006 season?

5. Can Council overturn this moratorium or alternatively can Administration identify how can this matter be expediently resolved to permit the planting of elms in the fall of 2006?

This report should return to Transportation and Public Works Committee by September 30, 2006.”
