5. I understand the Cornerstone Plan deals with the increase in demand for affordable housing. Does Administration have a corresponding plan to deal with homelessness?

6. What roles do the Province and Capital Health play in addressing this serious issue?  

7. How will the new provincial funding for community facilities be used to address this serious issue?

8. Where is Calgary getting the funding to build its recently announced large (28 floor) affordable housing unit?
