1.1 Continue its current policy of splitting the residential and non-residential tax "pools", adjusting the taxes paid by each pool to reflect growth, and striving to maintain a complementary tax revenue balance between the two pools of properties on an ongoing basis.

1.2 Continue to closely monitor any shifts in the residential and non-residential shares of taxes as the Committee is of the view that the non-residential share is approaching the upper level of an acceptable range and that a further shift of tax burden onto business properties could affect the City's long-term economic competitiveness.  Maintaining a complementary balance in the relative shares of taxes borne by the residential and non-residential communities will encourage new and sustainable growth in the City thereby enhancing and securing the City's long-term tax base.
