1. The proponents would prepare a proposed amendment to the Municipal Development Plan that would re-designate all or part of the subject area from Business and Employment to Suburban uses;

2. The proposed Municipal Development Plan would be supported by studies and analysis required to determine whether or not a land use change is appropriate at the Municipal Development Plan level.  The supporting material would, however, be strictly limited to factors relevant to the decision regarding general land use at the Municipal Development Plan level.

3. Administration would review the proposed amendment, with the necessary supporting material, without requiring the simultaneous submission of an Area Structure Plan amendment.

4. When Administration’s review is complete, the proposed amendment would be brought before Council for its consideration.

5. If Council supports the Municipal Development Plan amendment, the proponents would then prepare and submit one or more Area Structure Plan amendment applications to bring the existing Area Structure Plan into conformity with the amended Plan Edmonton.
