Recreation Vehicle Driveway Parking between October and April – Bylaw Amendment Recommendations (B. Anderson)
	“There are a number of trends in outdoor recreation, one of which is an increase in winter camping.

Edmonton’s Zoning Bylaw 12800, Section 45, restricts the parking of campers and trailers on residential driveways after October 31.  This restriction makes it difficult for winter campers to pick up their unit from storage and load it with supplies for weekend use.  It also creates problems on arrival home Sunday.  Unloading and preparing the unit for return to the storage facility cannot be done easily, if at all, without parking it overnight and returning it for storage the next day.  Parking the unit at the curb, attached to a vehicle presents vehicle use issues.

Could Administration please examine this issue and present a pro/con response to the request for a 24 or 48 hour recreational unit driveway parking permit from October to April.  I would like the response to include the bylaw amendments necessary to move the request forward if Committee and Council so desires.
