Rent control is viewed as negative by those who oppose it because of the perceived interference with the free 

market. Even the authors of the report see the need for control in Banff, an area where business fails to meet 

its social obligation to provide a decent wage for

The need for rent control should not be dismissed out of hand for an unspecified period by the authors of this report or by future legislation, but it must be judged necessary or not by the conditions of the market at any given time and how that market situation affects tenants. The Edmonton Area Tenants Association believes a situation of rent review would satisfy both the needs of the tenants and the landlords. Clearly, some limits and guidelines are necessary concerning rental increases and frequency of increases. Such guidelines would provide tenants with some security of tenure whilst still 

allowing landlords profit.

Rent review should allow landlords to increase rents without consulting the Review Board if increases remained within preset limits. If the landlord had evidence that 

his costs for upkeep or renovation warranted an increase beyond these limits that the landlord would have the opportunity to present such a case. The Review Board would have the final decision. The opportunity for the tenants to participate and the right to appeal an 

increase would also be in place. Such an arrangement would put the responsibility on the landlord to justify 

an increase. That means to justify an increase above a reasonable annual limit.
