	Approximately one year ago the City Parks & Recreation Department was asked to prepare a policy to oversee the development of partnership projects between the City and Non-Profit Organizations.  The request was made by the Community Services Committee during its deliberations with the indoor soccer project, and the answer was to cover the types of expenditures the City would consider in return for certain public benefits, the appropriate ratio of public versus private dollars in partnership agreements and the means by which projects might be ranked or rated.

Similarly, about six months ago the City’s Utilities & Public Works Committee passed a very similar motion during discussions on the merits of the 124 Street streetscape proposal and related developments in other BRZ’s.  I understood a report from the Public Works Department on this subject was to be forthcoming in March.

Consequently, my inquiry is first to discover the status of the above-named motions, and whether any of the work done on such a policy could be used to help with the review of the various partnership proposals currently before City Council.. I’d also like to know if this work will be used to help plan capital expenditures in 1995 and future years as part of the annual budget process.

Finally, I’d appreciate it if a response to this inquiry could be forthcoming at the June 14, 1994 meeting of City Council, when a number of partnership projects are due to be reviewed.
