Proposed Bylaw 13159 to Designate the Dr. Robert Wells Residence, located at 10328 Connaught Drive, as a Municipal Historic Resource.

Proposed Bylaw 13159 to Designate the Dr. Robert Wells Residence, located 10328 Connaught Drive, as a Municipal Historic Resource





Recommendation:

1. That Bylaw 13159, to Designate the Dr. Robert Wells Residence at 10328 Connaught Drive as a Municipal Historic Resource be approved.
2. That the Corporate Services Department be directed to cause a copy of Bylaw 13159 to be registered on the Certificate of Title of the Dr. Robert Wells Residence at 10328 Connaught Drive, pursuant to the provisions of the Historical Resources Act RSA 2000, ch. H-9, as amended.

3. That Council approve the Rehabilitation Agreement (Attachment) which recommends the payment of up to $25,000 to encourage the designation and rehabilitation of the Dr. Robert Wells Residence as a Municipal Historic Resource.

4. That the Corporate Services Department be directed to cause a copy of the Maintenance Agreement to be registered at the appropriate Land Titles Office, as per the Historical Resources Act and endorsed on the Certificate of Title for the property.

Purpose

The purpose of this Bylaw is to designate the original 1911 building known as the “Dr. Robert Wells Residence” at 10328 Connaught Drive as a Municipal Historic Resource pursuant to the provisions of the Historical Resources Act RSA 2000, ch. H-9, as amended (the “Act”).

Readings

Bylaw 13159 does not require a Public Hearing and is ready for Three (3) Readings.

This Bylaw is authorized under the Act.  A majority vote of City Council on all three readings is required for passage.


If Council wishes to give three readings during a single meeting, then prior to moving Third Reading, Council must unanimously agree “That Bylaw 13159 be considered for Third Reading”.

Advertising and Signing

This Bylaw is not required to be advertised and can be signed and thereby passed following Third Reading.

Position of Department

The Planning and Development Department supports this Bylaw.

Report Summary

· The Dr. Robert Wells Residence is on the “B” list of the Register of Historic Resources in Edmonton and merits designation as a Municipal Historic Resource.  This Bylaw helps to fulfil the designation process.

· The owners have agreed to the Designation, the Rehabilitation Incentive Agreement and the Maintenance Agreement.

· The owners have agreed to apply for the rezoning of the property from RF1 to DC1 on the building.

· Under the Act, the Designating Bylaw must be brought to Council for consideration between 60 days (September 02, 2002) and 120 days (November 01, 2002) after the Notice of Intention to Designate.

Previous Council/Committee Action

· At the September 25, 2002, Executive Committee meeting, Bylaw 13159 was forwarded to City Council for the appropriate readings and the Administration recommendation was accepted.

· At the July 2, 2001, City Council Meeting, Council directed the City Clerk to issue a Notice of Intention to Designate the Dr. Robert Wells Residence as a Municipal Historic Resource.

Budget / Financial Implications

· Upon completion of the project phases, the owner will be paid up to $25,000 as a rehabilitation incentive from Internal Order #103163 – Heritage Reserve Fund, as agreed to in the Rehabilitation Incentive Agreement.

Legal Implications

· The Dr. Robert Wells Residence will be designated as a Municipal Historic Resource under the Act.

Justification of Recommendation

1. The Dr. Robert Wells Residence is on the “B” List of the Register of Historic Resources in Edmonton and merits designation as a Municipal Historic Resource.

2. The Historical Resources Act RSA 2000 requires that a certified copy of the bylaw to be registered on the Certificate of Title for the property.

3. The Rehabilitation Incentive Agreement is in accordance with City Policy C‑450A.

4. City Policy C-450A requires that the Bylaw and Maintenance Agreement be registered on the Certificate of Title for the property.
