Recommendations from the Names Advisory Committee.

Recommendations:

1. The name Patrick J. Ryan Park be adopted.

2. That 99 Street not be renamed after Wayne Gretzky.

3. That a roadway in northeast Edmonton not be named Quarry Ridge Road NE.

4. That the following roadway names be adopted: Grant Gate, Grant Court, Grant Way, Grantham Drive, Graham Court, Graham Wynd, and Graham Gate.

Report Summary

· The actions recommended above are in keeping with the guidelines of the Names Advisory Committee.

Justification of Recommendation

1. The name Patrick J. Ryan Park complies with the Names Advisory Committee Guidelines.

2. The renaming of 99 Street does not comply with the Names Advisory Committee Guidelines.

3. The name Quarry Ridge Road NE does not comply with the Names Advisory Committee Guidelines.

4. The names Grant Gate, Grant Court, Grant Way, Grantham Drive, Graham Court, Graham Wynd, and Graham Gate comply with the Names Advisory Committee Guidelines.

Ryan, Patrick J. (1913 - 1996)

Patrick J. Ryan was born on August 12, 1913, in the Town of Sillery, Quebec.  In the 1930’s, he travelled across Canada as many other young men did looking for work.  He moved to Edmonton in 1948 and married Jacqueline Gamache and raised three children in their home at 10946 ‑ 158 Street where they lived from 1955 until present.  Patrick died of complications after a long battle with Parkinson’s Disease on December 15, 1996.  Mrs. Patrick J. (Jacqueline) Ryan still resides in the home in Mayfield to this day.

Mr. Patrick Ryan was involved in many worthy causes in the Town of Jasper Place, the City of Edmonton, and the Province of Alberta.  He served three terms in office as Town Councillor from 1958 to 1966 and ran in many other elections for both city, provincial and federal politics.  In his time on Jasper Place Town Council his contributions were many and included the fundraising and building of the Fred Broadstock Pool and the Jasper Place Arena and Pool Sports Complex.

In his work life Pat as he was known worked for the Co-op Wholesale in the 1950’s and then the Credit Union Federation of Alberta in the 1960-1970’s as Public Relations Manager.  After his retirement from the Federation, he went on to sit on both the Board of Directors of Edmonton Savings & Credit Union, and as Public Trustee of the Edmonton Public Library system for five years each.  He has received many awards from his years of outstanding service to these organizations and the community.

Mr. Ryan’s name stands honoured on plaques in front of the Jasper Place Sports Complex and on the Capital City Savings Building on Whyte Avenue and 89 Street.  He has contributed greatly to the general welfare of this City and the growth of the community.

The Names Advisory Committee recommends non-support on the request to rename 99 Street, or a portion thereof, after Mr. Wayne Gretzky.

History
June 21, 1965

The City of Edmonton passed a resolution making the City of Hull, Quebec, our Canadian twin city.

May 27, 1986

City Council had also requested on May 27, 1986 that the Names Advisory Committee recommend a roadway to be named in honour of our twin city.

June 4, 1986

Names Advisory Committee recommends that 99 Street also be known as “Rue Hull”.

July 2, 1986

Executive Committee of Council approves that a portion of 99 Street be named “Rue Hull” as a honourarium and recognition of our twin city Hull, Quebec.

In 1987, an attempt was made by the City to rename 99 Street after Mr. Gretzky, at which time Mr. Gretzky’s advisor, Mr. Michael Barnett, requested that the proposal “be discontinued at this time”.

As such, in 1989 the City of Edmonton in co-ordination with Northlands commissioned the artwork of the bronze statue found on the north side of the Skyreach Centre, to honour Mr. Gretzky for his contributions to the City of Edmonton.

December 21, 1998

A letter of request from Master Ben Clark, was received requesting that 99 Street be renamed after Wayne Gretzky.

The letter of request from Master Clark did not include any additional support material, petition/survey of affected properties, map, letters of support from community or citizens, letter of support from Mr. Gretzky, background information, or indication of extents of renaming 99 Street .

Administration
The subject site currently has three municipal addresses on the quarter section:

16003 - Meridian Street NE;

16611 - Meridian Street NE; and

611 - 167 Avenue NE.

When the subdivision was initially circulated in August, 1998 the Planning and Development Department responded that the roadway be addressed using numerical street/avenue designation.

The applicant requests support in naming the roadway “Quarry Ridge Road NE”.
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The Names Advisory Committee recommends support of the naming of seven roadways in the Glastonbury Neighbourhood.

History
Named after the Glastonbury Monestary

June 13, 1990

Names Advisory Committee recommends approval of the name “Glastonbury”.

July 25, 1990

Executive Committee of Council approves the neighbourhood name “Glastonbury”.

September 26, 1990

Names Advisory Committee recommends approval of the name “Guardian Road”.

November 7, 1990

Executive Committee of Council approves the name “Guardian Road”.

July 13, 1998

Discussions were held with IBI Group for the selection of roadway names to be used within Glastonbury.

August 24, 1998

Subdivision Authority approved the application to create 274 new residential lots.

Administration
Neighbourhood Location:  There are no other neighbourhood developments on either the west or southern sides of Glastonbury.  To the north are both the Potter Greens and Breckenridge Greens Neighbourhoods, which both use names instead of numbers to address the streets.  To the east is the Transportation Utility Corridor - a half mile wide corridor separating Glastonbury from the closest neighbourhood.

· The applicant proposes to use three names from the “Names Reserve List” in the following manner:

· Graham Court; named after Thornton Andrews Graham (1886-1982).  He came to Edmonton from Aurora, Ontario in 1910, at the age of 25, and although he only had a grade 7 education, it did not prevent him from landing a job as a bookkeeper with Western Supplies.  Fifteen years later he had controlling interest in this firm, and remained active in the business until 1975.  He was chairman of the company's board of directors and held the world record for attendance at Kiwanis Club meetings ‑54 years without a miss.
· Graham Wynd; same

· Graham Gate; same.

· Grant Way; named after Dr. Charles H. Grant (1884-1973).  Born in Oxford Mills, Ontario, he was educated in Ontario and came to Alberta in 1905.  He read law with the late A. C. Rutherford, Alberta's first premier, and was called to the Alberta Bar in 1910.  He never attended university but was appointed King's Counsel and received an honorary doctor of laws degree from the University of Alberta in 1968. From 1910 until 1922 he was in partnership with Mr. Rutherford and F. C. Jamieson and in the recent years was with the firm of Grant and Michaels.

He was an alderman from 1917-1919; was chairman of the City's safety and health committee in 1919 when civic employees went out on strike; was responsible for the termination of the Social Credit "scrip" money scheme when, in 1936, he obtained an Alberta Supreme Court injunction forbidding the City of Edmonton to accept the "funny money".

· Grant Court; same

· Grant Gate; same

· Grantham Drive; named after Madge Grantham (1892-1961).  Born in Portage la Prairie, Manitoba, she was a graduate of Brandon College, and lived at Swift Current, Kindersley and Saskatoon prior to coming to Edmonton in 1946.  In the last 15 years of her life, she dedicated her time to the instruction and welfare of Indian and Eskimo children at the Charles Camsell Hospital where she served as a member of the education staff.  Her efforts in this regard led to the founding of the "Camsell Arrow", a hospital publication devoted to the welfare of Indians and Eskimos.

Additionally, she was active in the IODE, was a past member of the University Women's Club and the Business and Professional Women's Club, and in 1956 won honourable mention in the Canadian Women's Press Club memorial awards.
