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	Recommendation:

That Administration enter into one-year contracts for advertising in Edmonton’s two daily newspapers, The Edmonton Journal and The Edmonton Sun in the amount of $1,605,000 including GST.


Report Summary

· Contract approval is requested with Edmonton’s two daily newspapers in reaching the advertising audiences for City notices and information.

· The contracts have been reached through the standard negotiation process for this work.

Report

· These two contracts are both needed to meet the City’s advertising needs and together they are the only suppliers of daily newspapers to the community in Edmonton.
· The Edmonton Journal will provide up to $1.284 million worth of advertising space to the City in 2005 at an agreed rate.

· The Edmonton Sun will provide up to $321,000 of advertising space to the City in 2005 at an agreed rate.

Budget/Financial Implications

· The Corporate Services Department administers the newspaper advertising contract on behalf of the City and coordinates ad placement to achieve volume savings.

· The cost of newspaper advertising expenses fall within existing approved departmental budgets.

Justification of Recommendation

1. The City Administration Bylaw 12005 requires that for non-tendered purchases in excess of $250,000 approval shall be obtained from Executive Committee.

2. The Edmonton Journal and The Edmonton Sun are the only daily newspapers in the Edmonton market area.

3. The rates negotiated with the newspapers offer the City good value while allowing access to the readers served by both papers.
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
