Biography
Background:

The Bothwell family arrived in Edmonton in the year 1926 and resided at 10914 – 82 Avenue. (Now Safeway).  Edmonton population: approx. 65,000.

Of that generation, only Robert E. Bothwell survives.

In 1929, the family home was built at 8225‑112 Street (Now College Plaza). The Normal School (now Corbett Hall) was commencing construction across the street, and the University livestock and grain farm was located immediately to the north (now The U of A Hospital).

Reasons for Request:

The Robert and Mary (Betty) Bothwell family grew to a total of four children (one deceased) and ten grandchildren. All live in Edmonton or the surrounding area and have graduated from, or are attending the U of A.

We are proud of our heritage and the family name of Bothwell and in view of our 76 years on Edmonton's south side, our volunteer contributions to the Edmonton community and our record of road building in the Edmonton area, we wish to preserve the name.

Biography:

· Born August 13, 1919 in Regina, Saskatchewan.

· Arrived in Edmonton in 1926.

· Graduated from Garneau High School (now known as Corbett Hall).

· Married Mary E. (Betty) Bothwell (nee Owsley) in 1946.

· Betty was born January 26, 1919 in Lethbridge, Alberta. She graduated from the University of Alberta as a Registered Nurse in 1942.

Career:

· In 1948, Robert and his brother Keith, with the help of repayable DVA loans, formed a company known as Bothwell Brothers Ltd. to engage in the road building industry.

· This Company was primarily engaged in road building and associated earthmoving operations throughout Alberta for some 35 years.

· Work included numerous sections of provincial highways, industrial sites, provincial parks, railroad grading, oil patch roads and well‑sites and natural gas distribution lines.

· During the last ten years of operation, the company specialized in the construction of divided highways and interchange roads and ramps on the east side of Edmonton, including highways 16, 16X, 14X and connecting entrance roads to the city.  Other projects included ramping and grading at three Saskatchewan River crossings: the Genesee Bridge, the new Beverly Bridge, and the Elk Point Bridge.

· Throughout his construction career, R.E. Bothwell was an ardent supporter of the Alberta Road Builders and Heavy Construction Association (A.R.H.C.A.). He first became a member of the Association in 1948, continuing to the present. He is probably the oldest, living, continuous member of the Association.

· Bob Bothwell was appointed as a director of the ARHCA in 1975 and served in various capacities on the board including that of Vice‑Chairman in 1978, Chairman in 1979, and Past Chairman in 1980.

· In 198 1, R.E. Bothwell retired from the road building industry and built an office warehouse complex at 9333‑45 Ave. This houses a family business, Can‑Con Gas Services Ltd., and the Alberta Road Builders and Heavy Construction Association offices.

· Following retirement, R.E. Bothwell was asked to serve on the Alberta Highway Traffic Board 1983 and 1984
