The Jury recommends that the organization continue to work with the EAC Grants Officer to more clearly describe the event. The Jury recommends a grant of  $2,000.

The Jury encourages the organization to work with the EAC Grants Officer prior to application. The Jury recommends a grant of $4000.

The Jury recognizes the merit of this proposal and the importance of a literary festival to Edmonton and wishes to support it. However, in the opinion of the Jury, the event budget seems unrealistic and the Jury expressed concerns regarding the large increase in event budget from last year. The recommended grant is therefore conditional upon receipt of an updated event budget and the satisfactory review of that budget by a committee appointed by the Jury.  Additionally, the Jury notes that LITFEST is not eligible for SEED Festival funding in 2004, but may apply to the 2004 Festival Operating Program. The Jury encourages the organization to work with the EAC Grants Officer prior to application. The Jury recommends a grant of $6,000.
