Names Advisory Committee

On March 2, 2005, at the Names Advisory Committee meeting, the following motion was passed:

That this item be referred back to the applicant to provide clarity on the remaining unnamed portion of the proposed subdivision and its associated road naming application.

On April 13, 2005, at the Names Advisory Committee meeting, the following motion was passed:
Motion:
Brown, Fleming

That the Names Advisory Committee recommends the naming of roads, located in the South Terwillegar Neighbourhood, as ‘Speaker Vista,’ ‘Speaker Way,’ ‘Speaker Place,’ ‘Strom Lane,’ ‘Sandin Way,’ ‘Sandin Cove,’ and ‘Sandin Crescent.’  The recommendation complies with Section 5.03 (b) (ii) of City Policy C480A which states the following:

Where the road configuration does not lend itself to numbering by reason of inherent confusion arising from extreme directional variations in the road alignment.

Roads in the neighbourhood have been previously named. To number the proposed roads would not, in the opinion of the Names Advisory Committee, provide added value to the future residents, delivery of services, and the public.  There is no context or relationships with other numbered streets in the subdivision.

Biographies

Speaker, Hon. Raymond Albert (1935- )

A former southern Alberta farmer and teacher, Mr. Speaker was well known for his 34 year career in politics.  During his political career, Mr. Speaker was Provincial Social Credit backbencher and cabinet minister, an independent legislature MLA, leader of the Alberta Representative party, and a Conservative cabinet minister appointed by Getty.  In 1992, Mr. Speaker announced plans to run federally for the Reform party in Lethbridge.  He won and served as the party's finance critic and House leader.  Alberta Liberal Senator Nick Taylor (former leader of the provincial Liberals) recalled that "Speaker was a political survivor who left a mark on Alberta politics."  Mr. Speaker was also known as extremely loyal to his constituents, and that on more than one occasion, he remortgaged his farm to help someone in the constituency remortgaged their farm. Sandin, Reuben Benjamin (1897-1991)

A University of Alberta alumnus, Reuben "Bob" Sandin was hired by his alma mater in 1922 as a lecturer in Chemistry. He gained his full professorship in 1943 and retired as Professor Emeritus in 1965. As a biochemist he contributed to the synthesis of chemical agents for cancer treatment, but it was as a teacher that he gained the most recognition, receiving chemical education awards from the Chemical Institute of Canada and the Manufacturing Chemists Association.

Strom, Harry E. (1914-1984)
Harry Strom was educated at Ballman and Burdett Public Schools, East Calgary High School, and Calgary Technical High School. In 1941, he was elected a Councilor for the Municipal District at Forty Mile. He was also a member of local school boards and the Development Board. In addition, he held the following positions: Director of the Rural Electrification Association; President of the Burdett Home and School Association; President of the Burdett Agricultural Improvement Association; member of the Southern Alberta Water Conservation Association; and Director of the Western Canada Reclamation Association. Harry also devoted much of his time to the Ministry of the Hope Mission in Edmonton, and served on the Board of Directors and 
was the Chairman of the Building Committee. Harry E. Strom was elected as the Social Credit candidate for the electoral district of Cypress at the provincial general election in 1955. He was re-elected in 1959, 1963, 1967, and 1971. Between 1962 and 1968, he served as Minister of Agriculture and Minister of Municipal Affairs. As well, in 1967, he was appointed the first Chairman for the Alberta Human Resources Authority. In 1968, Harry Strom was appointed Premier of Alberta by Lieutenant-Governor J.W. Grant MacEwan. During Harry's tenure as Premier, from 1968 to 1971, the provincial government of Alberta took several social and environmental initiatives. In 1970, the Alberta Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Commission, as well as the Environment Conservation Authority were established. In 1971, Canada's first Department of the Environment was created and a new Department of Health and Social Development were organized. Harry E. Strom received an Honorary Doctor of Laws degree from the University of Calgary (1969), the University of Lethbridge (1979), and the University of Alberta (1982).
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
