Proposed Bylaw No. 12102 to amend the Land Use Bylaw from MA (Municipal Airport) District to MA2 (Municipal Airport Business Industrial) District; located west of 109 Street and south of 118 Avenue, Edmonton Municipal Airport

Purpose

The purpose of this Bylaw is to amend the Land Use Bylaw as it applies to this site from MA to MA2 which will allow some additional business industrial opportunities based on the IB District and will carry over the development rights of the former MA District.

Readings
